The USAID/Tatweer teams work closely with the Ministries of Health, Agriculture, Oil, Electricity, and a dozen other Ministries to increase national capacity and provide technical assistance to the level that the Ministries can operate efficiently without USGOV funding and advisory staff. The project’s goal is to be completed by January 2010.
